THE COMMON CALENDAR OF LANDEN


As ratified by the Common Convocation at Ving Rauthe, Feyl Donok, in CY 850, the Calendar recognizes four seasons.  Each season lasts three months.  Each month lasts 30 days in conjunction with the 30-day cycle of the pink-and-aqua moon.  Full Moon always occurs on the 15th day or “peak” of each month.  Of course the year is 360 days long, and each day is 24 hours long.

Stillmoon 1st is considered New Year’s Day, the first day of the new CY.
The Four Astrologic Compass Points acknowledged by almost all cultures (though celebrated or ignored in many different ways) are detailed as follows:
· Winter Solstice, or Shortest Day of the Year, is always Stillmoon the 1st.

· Vernal Equinox, when the Sun Rises/Sets Exactly East/West, varies with Latitude, but in Ving Rauthe at 42° North Lat., it is Pleasantmoon the 1st.
· Summer Solstice, or Longest Day of the Year, is always Noonmoon the 1st.

· Autumnal Equinox, when again the Sun Rises/Sets Exactly East/West, varies with Latitude, but in Ving Rauthe at 42°, it is Feastmoon the 1st.

The Calendar is further divided into seven-day Weeks.  Those days in Common: 

Mountday    Titheday    Evensday    Trawlday    Fireday    Satyrday    Sunday.

In urban areas, Sunday and sometimes Satyrday constitute a “weekend.”

 Latitudinal measurements are not widely understood or used outside the Arcalla, even by most sailors, but were a key contribution of the Pirate Captains to the design of the Common Calendar.
